An item is considered non-
recyclable in the public recycling system if it cannot be sold at a profit in the 
end market for secondary plastics after the cost of collecting, transporting, 
and processing it. Glass, paper, aluminum, and some plastics are top of mind 
as being typically recyclable. However, most of today’s disposable single-
use plastics, such as the ones we see in laboratories, are too complex or low 
value for the market. TerraCycle® makes every effort to #RecycleEverything – 
including disposable gloves and disposable garments – that would otherwise 
end up being landfilled or incinerated.
